Citation and Commencement
1. (1) These Regulations may be cited as the Pensions Act 1990 (Registration
and Renewal of Registration of Administrators) Regulations 2008.

(2) These Regulations come into operation on 1st November 2008.

Definitions
2. In these Regulations “Act” means the Pensions Act 1990 (No. 25 of 1990).

Registration of Registered Administrator
3. The form set out in Schedule A—

(a) is prescribed for the purposes of section 64D of the Act,
(b) may be adapted for filing and use electronically, and
(c) shall only be used by a single applicant.

Renewal of Registration of Registered Administrator
4. The form set out in Schedule B—

(a) is prescribed for the purposes of section 64E of the Act,
(b) may be adapted for filing and use electronically, and

(c) shall only be used by a single registered administrator.
