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EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Instrument and does not purport to be a legal
interpretation.)

This Order brings into effect the sections of the Non-Use of Motor Vehicles
Act 2013 providing for a prospective system of making declarations that vehicles
will not be in use in a public place, including transitional arrangements for the
move from the current retrospective system of making such declarations, and
providing for an offence of making a false or misleading declaration of non-use.
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
